Canberra are downright foolish.

Were Passmore on the
spot it would not, I believe, matter at all; but unfortunately he is
in Europe. That the University moves in the light of reports is, of
course, guite proper. To sum up: there is every reason to accept the job

if you get it, as I hope you will, and none against it (on these counts
at least!).
